1. Chenin Blanc 2008/09, The Post Tree
South Africa. 13% 2.95 4.25 11.95
Packed with upfront tropical fruit, balanced by crisp
acidity this wine is suited to almost every occasion.

2. Trebianno Chardonnay 2008, Il Banchetto
Veneto, Italy. 12% 3.20 4.60 12.95
Light, fresh, aromatic apple and peach notes, a dry,
easy-drinking style with plenty of pear, citrus and
apple fruit.

3. Cote a Cote Medium Dry White 2007/08
VdP d’'Oc, France. 12% 3.45 4,95 13.95
Soft, fresh, modern, medium French white from
Southern France.

4. Sauvignon Blanc 2008/09, Las Condes
Chile. 13.5% 3.60 5.15 14.50
Intensely floral with elderflower notes and a grassy
quality. Crisp acidity and a touch of citrus fruit on
the finish.

5. Garganega Pinot Grigio 2008, Operetto
Veneto, Italy. 12% 3.85 5.50 15.50
Floral nose of jasmine and honeysuckle that is fresh
and zesty on the palate. Good structure with a
mineral finish.

6. ‘Quinta Las Cabras’ Chardonnay 2008, Vina La Rosa
Rapel Valley, Chile. 13.5% 16.95
Unoaked. A fruity fresh nose with pleasant citrus,
peach and pineapple aromas leads to a smooth
and lingering citrus fruit finish.

7. Chenin Sauvignon Blanc 2007/08, Slowine
Overberg, South Africa. 12.5% 18.50
A mix of gooseberry, white peach and apricot. The
palate starts quite sweet but there is a green apple
freshness on the mid-palate that gives a great lift to
the flavours and ensures a long finish.

8. Picpoul de Pinet 2007/08, Chateau de la Mirande
Coteaux de Languedoc, France. 12.5% 19.95
A deliciously understated wine, a touch savoury, a
hint of white flowers, and before you know it the
contents of the bottle have disappeared. Perfect
with oysters and seafood.

9. Viognier 2006/07, Domaine Fontareche
VdP d’Oc, France. 13% 21.50
Well crafted, good aromatic nose, broad and
punchy, peaches and apricot fruit, long. A veritable
bargain!

10. Sauvignon Blanc 2008, The Crossings
Marlborough, New Zealand. 13% 22.95
Zesty and delicious. Flavours of passion fruit and
gooseberry combine with mouth-watering acidity,
creating a truly refreshing wine.

11. Petit Chablis 2007/08, Gerard Tremblay
Burgundy, France. 12.5% 27.95
Fine, elegant, minerally fruit balanced with a fine, firm
body. Very drinkable white Burgundy.

Veneto, Italy. 12% 3.20 4.60 12.95
Classic Sangiovese. Crisp cherry and raspberry fruit
with ripe tannins and a wave of refreshing acidity on
the finish.

Merlot 2008, Las Condes

Chile. 13.5% 3.60 5.15 14.50
Ripe red and stone fruits overlaid with a herbal
quality that develop to show ripe plum and prune
flavours on the palate giving an accessible structure.

S&P Shiraz Cabernet 2007/08, Neqtar Winery

South East Australia. 14.5% 3.60 5.15 14.50
Rich and plumy with warm spices, vanilla and a long
velvety finish.

A pleasant sweet berry nose and soft, delicate
tannin on the palate. A perfect foil for sophisticated
venison dishes.

Montepulciano d’Abruzzo 2007/08, Cantina Frentano
Abruzzo, Italy. 13.5% 17.95
Bold Montepulciano with fruit as thundering as a
church organ being walloped by a demented
orang-utan, yet nowhere near as vulgar. The
combination is irresistible: plum-skin fruit allied to
leathery warmth with an all-over chocolate finish.

Black River Malbec 2008, Humberto Canale
Patagonia, Argentina, 13.5% 18.95
Full-bodied and beautifully structured, this wine has a
succulently  fruity character. A wonderful
accompaniment to barbecued or grilled foods.

Shiraz 2008, Thomas Mitchell

South Eastern Australia. 14.5% 19.50
A great Australian Shiraz, earthy and peppery with
generous fruit. A smooth, juicy palate with intense
berry fruit. Rich mocha and spicy plums lead to an
earthy finish. Soft and silky finish.

Vin de Pays d’Oc. 13% 21.95

Rhone, France. 13% 25.50

If you seek characterful Cotes du Rhone in the
embryonic “Neuf” idiom then the supple Mathilde
(80% Grenache, 20% Syrah from 15-40 year old vines)
all juicy and jammy fruits (strawberry, plum, orange)
with a hint of bitter olive, delivers the smoky bacon!

Vega del Rayo Rioja Reserva 2003, Vinedos Solarena
Rioja Alta, Spain. 13% 26.50
Small spaces tend to compress sensations and
therefore heighten the senses.
